<Add name> has applied to become a Seeing Eye Dogs puppy carer and is seeking approval from you, the landlord, to begin Puppy Caring for Seeing Eye Dogs. Puppy carers are a vital part of our organisation as it takes up to 12-15 months to raise a pup who will one day go on to change the life of a person who is blind or has low vision. 

A Seeing Eye Dogs puppy is different to a pet dog. From the day it arrives at its new home, the puppy learns to sit quietly as it undertakes its training. This becomes routine as the puppy practices new skills daily from a young age. 

The puppy is the sole responsibility of the puppy carer and should have little impact on the home environment. The main aim for the puppy is to learn socialisation when out and about and to learn to sit quietly.
The puppy will have its own bed and safe space to sleep in so it is contained and doesn’t wander around. All puppies are toileted outside. After a short time, it becomes routine for a pup to simply lie down while their carers are busy with other activities.
You may be interested to know that the puppy will wear a blue puppy coat when it goes out to places so that people know it is a Seeing Eye Dogs puppy in training. You may have seen some of our pups around Melbourne wearing their coats while visiting shopping centres.
